Science: Sound 
Key vocabulary to know: 
cochlea - a spiral-shaped part of the 
internal ear  
larynx – vocal organ where vocal chords 
are found 
volume – how loud a sound is 
vibrate – a to and fro action that makes 
a sound 
pinna – the outer ear 
Tuning fork - a steel instrument with 
two prongs, producing a musical tone 
hear – listening to a sound 
faint – a quiet sound 
loud – a high volume 
pitch – a high or low note 
hair cells – found in the cochlea 
percussion – an instrument that is 
struck 
 
 

Geography - Mountains 
Key vocabulary to know: 
mountain range – a line of mountains 
summit – the top of the mountain 
snow line – the point at which snow 
appears on a mountain 
tree line – the highest point trees can 
grow on a mountain 
face – side of a mountain 
climate – the general long term 
weather conditions that are typical for 
an area 
slope – an area of ground increasing in 
height 
valley – the area of lowland between 
mountains 
plateau – an area of high and fairly flat 
land 
foot – the bottom of the mountain 
ridge – a long, narrow piece of high 
land. 

English:
