Speak to your child about their day to 
support their growing language skills. Encourage them to answer questions and to ask questions to you in return. Play board games, eye spy games, card games etc 
with your child to encourage their developing skills of taking turns and sharing to enhance their personal, social and emotional development.

Understanding of the World: 
Signs of Autumn.  
Woodland animals – nocturnal and 
diurnal animals. Animals that hibernate.  
Animal habitats.  
Where do plants come from? 
Properties of materials around us.

Learning about the 
composition of numbers 
to five. 
Subitising numbers to 
five.  
Learning how to form 
numbers to five correctly.  
Recognising 2D shapes. 
Days of the week.  
Counting accurately.   

Phonics  
Learning Phase 2 letter sounds. 
Learning Phase 2 Harder to Read and Spell Words (HRS). 
Learning to read simple words by orally blending.  
Begin to spell some simple words by orally segmenting, 
listening to the sounds and writing the sounds using the 
letters we have learned.
